• Natural Surveillance: A strategy to enhance 
observation while also creating an increased 
perception of risk to a potential offender.

• Natural Access Control: Decreasing the poten-
tial for crime opportunity and denying tres-
passers access to a property.

• Territorial Reinforcement: Creating a sense of 
ownership by encouraging activities that ex-
pand the sphere of influence over space.

These elements can be created by using existing 
environmental factors and by installing cost ef-
fective devices.

• Emergency Response Plan — created as a 
working plan to be utilized as a realistic crisis 
management tool.

• Shareholder Training — provided to ensure 
that all members of the institutional commu-
nity are made aware of their individual and 
collective responsibilities for the creation of a 
secure environment.

Traditional security planning has generally re-
lied exclusively on target-hardening instruments 
such as alarm systems, electronic access control 
and closed circuit television.  
While these installations are important, it is our 
philosophy that a better solution can be reached 
with a greater emphasis on a more holistic ap-
proach.
